SUBJECT: $1,439,000 Donation from Amazon

Amazon is making a $1,439,000 donation to the City of Bellevue.

Amazon is supporting the City of Bellevue’s Human Services Fund with a donation of
$1,000,000 to be distributed during the 2021-2022 and the 2023-2024 funding cycles.
Amazon has indicated that the City may apply a portion of this funding towards piloting a
capacity-building cohort model to support small and/or minority-led community
organizations.

Amazon is also contributing $289,000 to support six community-identified neighborhood
enhancement projects and $150,000 towards three parks improvement projects. The list
of projects includes:
