Budget Process/Fiscal Context

e 2-year Operating Budget and 7-year Capital Investment
Program (CIP)
— Need proposals to get funding (including request for new

SSS or reauthorize existing $SS). Includes description,
rationale, expenditure totals, and preferred timing.

— CIP update is really adding two “out years” (2026-27) to
current plan

e Anticipate City financial forecast will show little new
CIP funding available assuming existing revenues, debt
obligations, prior commitments

— With exception of Meydenbauer Bay, Parks CIP has been

largely limited to Parks Levy, Parks REET, and project
specific revenues (grants, dedicated revenue)



Park Board Role

e Typical budget role is advisory to Council on
Parks capital needs

e Review preliminary Parks CIP strategy at April
meeting (Proposals due April 30)

 Develop a Park Board communication to
Council when ready
