SUBJECT: Wildlife Outreach on Social Media

| understand that you discussed living with wildlife at your May 11 meeting, including outreach.
We do a number of things to educate Bellevue residents and park guests about wildlife.

While Bellevue Parks & Community Services manages and maintains habitat in its park and open
space system, we do not have authority to manage wildlife. We do play an important role when
it comes to outreach and education. Park guests show high levels of enthusiasm for this
knowledge, and our staff consistently field questions about select species (especially black bear,
cougars, and coyotes). We also coordinate with relevant wildlife managers like the Washington
Department of Fish & Wildlife, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and United States Department
of Agriculture’s Wildlife Services. As environmental educators, we’re always trying to be more
proactive about getting this information to those that need it.

Prior to the COVID-19 pandemic, we offered year-round programming targeting adult park
guests and neighbors of Bellevue’s parks and open space properties. These programs
specifically focused on wildlife species that Bellevue residents are likely to encounter and real
or perceived conflicts.

Currently we are using a game camera to capture fun pictures of wildlife within the park
system. Since February, we’ve done posts on red-tailed hawk, bobcat, coyote, black-tailed deer,
Pacific chorus frog, and black bear. To see a few examples, just scroll through the recent Twitter
posts: https://twitter.com/BvueParks.

After capturing a black bear on our game camera in late April at Lewis Creek Park, we posted
the image with messaging about being bear aware on Facebook, Twitter, and Next Door. We
also posted educational notices on park trailheads — standard operating procedure when
there’s a bear or cougar reported on parks property. We routinely do generalized bear
education social media posts during the spring when bears are moving around a lot.

We recently partnered with the Washington Department of Fish & Wildlife to develop the
attached new multilingual brochures on common wildlife conflict species for distribution by
park rangers and at city facilities. That project, funded by a King Conservation District Member
Jurisdiction Grant, was reviewed by relevant WDFW biologists

We’ve been thrilled to be able to share pictures of our wildlife on social media this year and will
continue to engage and inform the community. A better understanding of Bellevue’s wildlife
will deepen our guests’ confidence in visiting their parks and will strengthen their connection to
the natural world.

Bears love easy-to-get food including trash,
birdseed and hummingbird feeders, pet food,
compost, fallen orchard fruit, and barbeques.
So please, turn your yard into a food-free zone
so they avoid your property.

Intentionally feeding bears is dangerous
and illegal.

While hiking, be noisy and leash your dog.
Be aware of your surroundings so you don't
accidentally startle a bear.

Carrying bear spray is a great option whenever
hiking in bear country.

Bears generally avoid people, but they're
naturally curious animals.

If a bear walks toward you, identify yourself as
a human by standing up, waving your hands
above your head, and talking in a low voice.
Back away, avoiding direct eye contact. Don't
run from a bear.

m Bobcats are frequently misidentified as cougars.
Learn how to identify both species.

s Don't feed wildlife or feral cats. Remember that
predators follow prey, so never feed deer or elk
or let them be comfortable in your yard.

m Keep dogs and cats indoors from dusk
to dawn.

m  While hiking, be noisy and leash your dog. Be
aware of your surroundings.

m If you happen upon a deer carcass, leave the
way you came in. A cougar may return to feed
onit.

m If you see a cougar, face it. Talk to it firmly while
slowly backing away. Try to appear larger than
the cougar. Always leave the animal an escape
route. Never run - ever!

s Remember that cougar attacks on humans are
extremely rare.
